Business Summary

Business Progress and Achievements

During the consolidated fiscal year, the Japanese economy showed signs of recovery in some sectors. 
However, private demand—including corporate capital investment and personal consumption—remained 
weak as the overall economy continued to be a challenge.

The information communications sector directly affects the NDS Group business. This sector has 
experienced the merging of fixed line and mobile communications services, as well as the integration of 
communications and broadcast services, among others. Public and private entities are working together 
to prepare the infrastructure that will expand next-generation network (NGN*1) service areas using fiber-
optics, eliminate out-of-service locations and close the digital divide—all leading to the realization of 
ubiquitous access to communications.

At the same time, price and service competition among communications companies has intensified, 
as has the competition in the construction sector (fewer public works projects), making for a difficult 
bidding market.

Facing this challenging business environment, the NDS Group is focusing on the following policies:  
1) Increase bids won and lower costs; 2) train and educate employees; 3) introduce greater efficiency to 
Group operations; 4) promote CSR*2 management and solidify our system of internal controls. While we 
work to win orders from communications companies for fiber-optic and mobile communications projects, 
we are also striving to grow sales for interior communications and equipment installations in government 
offices (national, regional).  

*1	 NGN… The abbreviation for “Next Generation Network”, that is a network that 
builds on existing telephone exchanger technology but the IP network provided 
by the router achieves a much higher level of  convenience and economy in 
addition to marinating the safety and reliability of  the telephone network. (Next 
generation network) NTT began offering this service in March of  2008.

*2	 CSR…Corporate Social Responsibility: Social responsibility assumed by corporate 
bodies. It started with law compliance, expanding to sincere response to customer

Analysis by Segment

1.	Communication Construction
During the fiscal period under review, we worked to win bids and grow sales to communications 
carriers for fiber optic access and mobile communications construction projects, and to secure more 
projects to install electric and communications equipment in government offices. At the same time, 
we also focused on reducing indirect administrative costs. As bid prices continued to fall in the face of 
greater competition, the NDS Group experienced lower year-on-year sales and operating profit. 

2.	Information Service 
With the economy continuing to slump, the NDS Group experienced the negative impact of lower 
investment among Japan’s companies in terms of information communications. As a result, sales and 
operating profit in this segment were both lower than the same period in the prior year.

3.	Housing and Real Estate
As the market cooled off, we focused on improving sales in real estate on hand and property in progress. 
Despite these efforts, sales and operating profit both experienced year-on-year declines.

4.	Leasing and Other Businesses
With negative sentiment towards private capital investment, the NDS Group experienced year-on-year 
sales declines in this segment. However, our inventory adjustments in our communications equipment 
production operations have now run their course, leading to lower indirect administration costs. As a 
result, operating profit grew compared to the same period in the prior fiscal year. 

Future Issues for the Company

We expect our immediate business environment to recover in tandem with the overall economy. However, 
the direction of corporate capital investment and personal consumption remains unclear, and likely to 
move forward in a cautious manner. 

We expect the information communications sector to benefit from ongoing infrastructure improvements 
targeting ubiquitous access and more varied/advanced services. At the same time, we foresee that our 
clients in the communications sector will experience even greater price and service competition, which 
will present a more challenging environment to the NDS Group in terms of bid pricing, etc.

Faced with this operating environment, the NDS Group is engaged in initiatives to increase orders, reduce 
costs across the board, introduce greater efficiency in management, and train/educate our personnel. 
These initiatives are designed to allow us to continue to grow as a Corporate Group Offering Solutions 
and Services that Exceed Our Clients’ Expectations.

At the same time, we continue to dedicate corporate resources into initiatives to improve safety and 
quality, to engage in CSR management, and to enhance our system of internal controls.  
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Business Prospects for the Next Term

n Future Earnings Projections

Broadband services in both fixed line and mobile communications continue to grow, while on-demand 
video, eBook and other content become more ubiquitous and diverse. Given these and other factors, the 
competition among communications companies in the information communications sector has started to 
enter a new phase.

Our Communication Construction expects to benefit from infrastructure and services improvement 
projects at communications companies. However, projects now tend to be smaller in scale, and greater 
competition among our clients is likely to drive down our bid prices. With the future of the economy 
remaining in doubt, we expect the environment for our Information Service, Housing and Real Estate, 
and Leasing and Other Businesses segments to be a challenge for the time being. 

Given these conditions, the NDS Group has come together to work to win orders, build sales, and reduce 
costs across the board. Accordingly, we have produced the following earnings forecast for the next fiscal 
period.
